Charter of the Atlantean Shield (AS) **DRAFT VERSION 1**

The Parties to this Treaty reaffirm their faith in the purposes and principles of the Charter of The Atlantean Shield and their desire to live in peace with all peoples and all guilds on Rubi-Ka. They are determined to safeguard the freedom, common heritage and civilisation of their members, founded on the principles of democracy, individual liberty and the rule of law. They seek to promote stability and well-being throughout the Atlantean area. 

They are resolved to unite their efforts for collective defence and for the preservation of peace and security.  

They are committed to proactively influencing the agenda of The Atlantean Shield and the promulgation of this agenda throughout Rubi-Ka. 

They are committed to returning control of the storyline of Rubi-Ka to the hands of her rightful owners; the people of Rubi-Ka.

Article 1: Defense

Atlantean Shield members agree to come to the defense of all of her members should their territories come under attack. Attacking any one member is considered an attack on all of her members. They agree to support their members in the recapture of any territories lost to the enemy.

Article 2: Offense

All offensive initiatives and land acquisitions must be reviewed and approved by her leadership.

Article 3: Membership

The Atlantean Shield is open to professional guilds of the clan or neutral alignment. Applicants to AS must have a minimum of 200 members, agree to recruiting external observers during the application period lasting one month, and prove that they are actively committed to the enforcement of The Charter of The Atlantean Shield. All applications must be reviewed and unanimously agreed on by all of her members.

Article 4: Chairmanship of The Atlantean Shield

The Chairmanship of The Atlantean Shield occurs on a rotating 3-month basis. The Chairman is responsible for coordination of AS activities, monthly meetings of her leaders (which take place on the first Saturday of every month at 1700 GMT), reviewing and communicating the status of any applications, creating, sharing and seeking approval of the AS agenda for the three-month period, staying up-to-date on current events on Rubi-Ka, and ensuring her leaders are kept well-informed.

Article 5: Knowledge Sharing and Mutual Support

The members of The Atlantean Shield agree to provide each-other with free skill-work and buffs. They agree to the open and free sharing of all learnings and experiences of her membership. They agree to actively support each-other on important quests and static raids. They agree to assist each-other with counsel on the development and enhancement of each of their members’ organisational structures.
